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INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE AUTHORS


* The abstracts to can be written in Spanish, Portuguese and / or English.

* Deadline for receipt of abstracts: 30 June 2010.
* The submitted abstracts will be considered if they are presented together by the receipt of registration to the Conference.

ABSTRAC PRESENTATION


- Abstracts should be prepared in the program MS Word word processor (MS Word 97 or newer versions) on A4 size paper with margins of 3 cm around her text to 1 line spacing, Arial font; maximum 250 words including title, author/s name/s and workplace and the text .


1) Title: Centered, Arial 12 font in UPPERCASE LETTERS AND BOLD in the first line after the top margin. The scientific names (genera or species) are in ITÁLICA, all UPPERCASE LETTTERS.

2) Author/s: immediately afterwards, centered, Arial 11 point bold italic, uppercase and lowercase letters used. The names of authors are in the following order: first author's full name, middle initial if any and full name, others in the same manner and separated by "&" to connect the past with the previous author. In cases where two or more authors have different workplaces calls are indicated with numbers above the surnames of the same (superscript) and then correlate them with data from the next line. It is recommended to shorten the maximum calls incorporating different places under the name of the lead institution, omitting details differentials as chair, subject or workgroup.

3) Workplace: in the next line, centered, Arial 11 italic, not bold. If all authors have the same workplace indicated as follows: Institution, address, city, province and country. Then the corresponding author's email separated by a semicolon. If the authors have different working places are indicated by a sequential number in the order listed in the author line. In that case the corresponding author's email is immediately after your work, separated by semicolons.

4) Blank Line


5) Text: With margins justified in a single paragraph without dashes or cuts of words. Arial 11 point normal. The abstract will not subtitles but it is suggested that contains: introduction, objectives, materials and methods, results and discussion or conclusions, acknowledgments being optional. The information submitted must be original, descriptive and evaluative.

Important: The abstracts can be written in Spanish, Portuguese and / or English, maximum 250 words including title and authors.
